Our Principal madam, , IQAC coordinator madam , all respected faculty members , 
our beloved students , Office and library staff members all observed this day through 
lectures and cultural activities to remind the history of partition and formation of West 
Bengal in the legislative Assembly in the year of 1947. Students participated in preparing 
posters highlighting different interesting themes of the state.
